2018. The OMCT is facilitating the coordination of civil society activities during the session
and is supporting the access of Civil Society Organisations to the Committee against Torture
in person. It is also expanding the Committee’s reach through sharing experiences through
live tweets and Facebook posts, a blog, and is issuing E-bulletins on the Committee’s
sessions.

The intern will work under the supervision of the Programme Director of the OMCT
Convention Against Torture Programme and the activities will include:

e To assist in the coordination of Civil Society Organisations’ engagement with the
Committee against Torture;

e To follow the country reviews during the 63 session of the Committee and other
meetings in relation to the session;

e To assist in the drafting of the E-bulletin;

e To carry out research on torture related issues.

sciences or related field;

e Good knowledge of the UN procedures and regional mechanisms for the protection
of human rights;
